Apollo’s Fire co-presents with Chagrin Arts to conclude Winter Series
CHAGRIN FALLS OH  - Chagrin Arts and Apollo’s Fire team up to co-present "Bach, Telemann & the Bohemian – Gypsies “ on Wednesday, April 13, 7:30 p.m. when Apollo’s Fire – The Cleveland Baroque Orchestra –  launches its 5-concert tour at the Federated Church, 76 Bell Street, Chagrin Falls. 

“Gypsies” represents the vision of Apollo’s Fire guest director Matthias Maute to “play music that speaks about matters of life… and death!”  Maestro Maute relied on the Uhrovska Collection -- the single source of notated rural Gypsy music from the first half of the 18th century in existence. Gypsies and their music were a vibrant part of the local color in Germany and Poland, and in creating this program, the eminent German recorder virtuoso boldly juxtaposes reconstructed Gypsy pieces with the Bach and Telemann concertos he believes they influenced.  

On the program will be Telemann’s Double Concerto for recorder and flute and the Bach Concerto BWV 1052 for recorder and strings. This exuberant collaboration features Jeannette Sorrell as harpsichord soloist, along with Maute and Kathie Stewart as flute and flauto traverso soloists. 

Apollo’s Fire is an accomplished organization, receiving critical acclaim while touring across the globe. Music Director Jeannette Sorrell has built an ensemble of dynamic and creative early-music artists from throughout North America and Europe. They have been praised for stylistic freshness, animated spontaneity, technical excellence, and for the creativity of Sorrell’s programming. Taking its name from the classical god of music and the sun, Apollo’s Fire is dedicated to the performance of 17th- and 18th-century music on the period instruments for which it was written. 

“We appreciate the generous community support that enables Chagrin Arts to bring the world stage to our village. We are pleased to present Apollo’s Fire exciting historic music on April 13, and later the modern dance artistry of GroundWorks Dance Theater on May 21 for our Fire Up! benefit,” says Steve Thomas, president of the board of Chagrin Arts. 

Thomas completes the final of four years at the helm of the board this September. He adds, “We anticipate another stimulating and enlightening summer from our Chautauqua-in-Chagrin partnership with the Chautauqua Institution in July and August. It is gratifying to learn from our patrons how these thoughtful and uplifting events enrich everyone’s lives and the vitality of the village.”
The April 13 event features Director Matthias Maute who has achieved an international reputation since winning First Prize in the soloist category at the renowned Early Music Competition in Bruges, Belgium in 1990. He made his debut at Lincoln Center in New York in December 2008. In 2003 and 2005, he was the featured recorder soloist at the Boston Early Music Festival. Mr. Maute is also esteemed for his artistic direction of Ensemble Caprice, for whom he produces ingenious and well received programs. 

Founder and director of Apollo’s Fire Jeannette Sorrell is a leading voice among the new generation of early music conductors.  Born of Swiss and American parents, she grew up as a dancer and musician, studying literature and foreign languages as well as piano and composition.  As a conductor, she was one of the youngest students ever accepted to the prestigious conducting courses of the Aspen Music Festival and the Tanglewood Music Festival, where she studied under Roger Norrington and Leonard Bernstein.  After discovering the harpsichord as a university student, she moved to Amsterdam to study with Gustav Leonhardt. She won both the First Prize and the Audience Choice Award in the 1991 Spivey International Harpsichord Competition in Atlanta, competing against over 70 harpsichordists from Europe, Israel, the U.S., and the Soviet Union.
