Barbara Snyder

Barbara R. Snyder became president of Case Western Reserve University on July 1, 2007. A legal scholar who began her academic career on this campus, she returned with a promise to work collaboratively with all constituencies to help the university realize more of its enormous potential. 

In Snyder's first two years in office, Case Western Reserve eliminated a multi-million-dollar deficit three years ahead of schedule, set new fundraising records, and completed its first strategic plan in more than a decade. 
Snyder assumed the Case Western Reserve presidency after serving as Executive Vice President and Provost of The Ohio State University. Prior to becoming provost, Snyder served as Vice Provost for Academic Policy and Human Resources and spent seven months as the university's Interim Vice President for University Relations.  As a professor at OSU's Moritz College of Law, she also served as Associate Dean for Academic Affairs and as Director of the Center for Socio-Legal Studies. In 1997, the school's third-year students voted to give Snyder the College of Law Outstanding Professor Award. She held the Joanne W. Murphy / Classes of 1965 and 1973 Professorship. She joined CWRU after serving as an associate at the Sidley & Austin law firm in Chicago. She graduated from the University of Chicago Law School, where she served as executive editor of its law review, and earned her bachelor's degree from Ohio State.

Daisy Khan is Executive Director of the American Society for Muslim Advancement (ASMA), a non-profit organization dedicated to developing an American Muslim identity and to building bridges between the Muslim community and general public through dialogues in faith, identity, culture, and the arts. In the aftermath of 9/11, she created interfaith programs to emphasize commonalities among the Abrahamic faith traditions, and to prioritize the improvement of Muslim-West relations and the advancement of Muslim women globally. She launched two cutting edge intra-faith programs – WISE: Women's Islamic Initiative in Spirituality and Equality and MLT: Muslim Leaders of Tomorrow – to start movements of change agents among the two disempowered majorities of the Muslim world: women and youth. They were launched on an international scale to convene, empower, and build networks in their target groups, and to facilitate the emergence of a leadership that speaks with a credible, humane, and equitable voice in the global Muslim community.  Ms. Khan frequently comments on important issues in the media, and has appeared on ABC, PBS, BBC World, CNN, Fox News, National Geographic, Al Jazeerah, and the Hallmark Channel.
Prior to both programs, The Hot Jazz 7, a Dixieland jazz group, will perform at both the Methodist Church and Federated Church.  The Hot Jazz 7 always performs with 6-8 players. The full complement is two trumpets/cornets, clarinet, trombone, tuba, banjo, piano, and drums. 

The Hot Jazz 7 was founded in 1995 by Tuba player Dick Houck and plays at a variety of events, primarily in the Greater Cleveland area. They have played numerous annual municipal summer events, private parties, weddings, restaurants and taverns. They have appeared many times at NightTown restaurant, have been featured on the Bill Gordon TV show, played for the Ohio Historical Society in Columbus, appear regularly at Earlyjas Society gatherings, and performed at the Swing 'n Jazz Fest at Blossom Music Center, and as far from home as Charleston West Virginia's Wine and All That Jazz Festival.

Each Chautauqua-in-Chagrin evening will feature five musical performances in  each performance venue prior to programs as well as the following locations from 7-7:45 PM: Imagery Fine Arts Gallery – Trumpet player Josh Rzepka, All Matters Gallery – Acoustic  guitarist Rick Iacaboni, and Jekyll’s Kitchen – J.C Sherman with Olympic Jazz.  Several Chagrin Falls vendors will also offer special discounts to preferred ticket holders.
