Chagrin Arts Awarded Grant from Ohio Arts Council
The Ohio Arts Council (OAC) has awarded Chagrin Arts a two-year grant under their Sustainability Program.  The OAC’s Sustainability Program provides two-year grants for organizational operating support and supports Ohio organizations that plan and conduct ongoing arts programs. This is the third time that Chagrin Arts has received funding from the OAC  and this award represents a 200% increase over  the previous year’s award.  To qualify, organizations must offer broad-based arts programming in a discipline such as the performing arts, literature, traditional arts or visual arts and have non-profit status. 

State Senator Thomas Patton acknowledged the grant received by Chagrin Arts by saying, “The arts help build healthier communities across our state – and you are playing an important part in doing that… Achieving this prestigious award is a fine honor of which you should be proud…Your work is contributing to making our community a better one for the people of Chagrin Falls.”
A total of $3,254,525 was awarded to thirty-eight (38) of Ohio's major arts institutions with budgets of more than $1.5 million. The OAC board approved 225 grants for a total of $2,114,253 for organizations with budgets of less than $1.5 million.  The proposal submitted by Chagrin Arts received a score in the top 7% of all organizations with budgets of less than $1.5 million. 

On July 1, 2011, Governor John Kasich approved the 2012/2013 biennium budget, which includes an increase of over 30% over its final 2010/2011 budget.  Organizations that receive OAC funds are required to match state tax dollars with additional public and private funds.  For Chagrin Arts, that means that in order to collect the money granted by the OAC, the organization must raise an equivalent amount.  So, Chagrin Arts encourages individuals to donate to assure the maximum state funds are secured.
