Chagrin Arts Awarded $29,662 in Project Support from Cuyahoga Arts and Culture

CHAGRIN FALLS November 28, 2011 – Chagrin Arts was among the official list of grantees for the 2012 Project Support  funding announced at the recent annual board meeting of Cuyahoga Arts and Culture (CAC). The award amount of $29,662 was granted in support of the Chagrin Arts 2012 Chautauqua-in-Chagrin series -- a 23 percent increase over funding awarded to Chagrin Arts by CAC in 2011. 

Chagrin Arts Executive Director Rachel Lappen said, “Cleveland is a trailblazer in the United States, creating an arts and culture plan for the region through Cuyahoga Arts & Culture. We are all beneficiaries of the 10-year tax on cigarettes that funds CAC.  As a new resident of Greater Cleveland I’m glad to have moved to a city that supports the arts and honored that Chagrin Arts is among the cultural partners.“

131 nonprofit organizations throughout Cuyahoga County applied for the grants, representing the largest number of applicants since the program began, up 45 percent from 2011. The grants amounts awarded ranged from $625 to $49,333. The Board of Trustees approved the awards totaling $1,029,164 at its annual meeting on Monday, November 14, 2011. 

Cuyahoga Arts & Culture's grant programs are the means by which it supports arts and culture in Cuyahoga County. Funding for CAC's grant programs is generated by and solely based on the revenues from a county-wide cigarette excise tax. CAC's grants are available to nonprofit organizations located in Cuyahoga County and incorporated in the State of Ohio.

Chagrin Arts, created to enrich lives and promote economic well-being in the Chagrin Valley and Northeast Ohio, collaborates with local, regional, and national organizations to present inspiring programs that raise the profile of Chagrin Falls as a highly regarded destination for arts and culture.
